Item 1.01 Entry into a Material Definitive Agreement.

On September 28, 2022, Momentus Inc., a Delaware corporation (“Momentus” or the “Company”), entered into an at-the-market equity offering Sales
Agreement (the “ATM Sales Agreement”) with Stifel, Nicolaus & Company, Incorporated (“Stifel” or the “Sales Agent”), pursuant to which the Company
may offer and sell from time to time through the Sales Agent up to $50 million of shares of its Class A Common Stock, par value $0.00001 per share (the
“Class A Stock”), in such share amounts as the Company may specify by notice to the Sales Agent, in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in
the ATM Sales Agreement.

Upon delivery of a placement notice to the Sales Agent and subject to the terms and conditions of the ATM Sales Agreement, sales of the Class A Stock, if
any, may be made by any method permitted by law deemed to be an “at the market offering” as defined in Rule 415(a)(4) under the Securities Act of 1933,
as amended (the “Securities Act”), including, without limitation, sales made through The Nasdaq Capital Market or on any other existing trading market for
the Class A Stock. Under the ATM Sales Agreement, the Company will set the parameters for the sale of the shares, including the number of shares to be
issued, the time period during which sales are requested to be made, any limitation on the number of shares that may be sold in any one trading day and any
minimum price below which sales may not be made. The Company is not obligated to sell any shares under the ATM Sales Agreement.

The shares will be offered and sold pursuant to the Company’s shelf registration statement on Form S-3 (File No. 333-267230), which was declared
effective by the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission (the “SEC”) on September 12, 2022. The Company filed a prospectus supplement, dated
September 28, 2022, with the SEC in connection with the offer and sale of the shares.

The ATM Sales Agreement contains customary representations, warranties and agreements by the Company, and indemnification rights and obligations of
the parties. The ATM Sales Agreement provides that the Sales Agent will be entitled to compensation for its services of up to 3.0% of the gross sales price
per share of the shares sold through the Sales Agent. The Company has agreed to indemnify the Sales Agent against certain specified types of liabilities,
including liabilities under the Securities Act, to contribute to payments the Sales Agent may be required to make in respect of these liabilities, and to
reimburse the Sales Agent for certain expenses. The offering pursuant to the ATM Sales Agreement will terminate upon the earlier of (i) the issuance and
sale of all of the Class A Stock subject to the ATM Sales Agreement, or (ii) termination of the ATM Sales Agreement by the Company or the Sales Agent.

The above summary of the ATM Sales Agreement does not purport to be complete and is qualified in its entirety by reference to the ATM Sales Agreement,
a copy which is attached as Exhibit 1.1 to this Current Report on Form 8-K and incorporated herein by reference. The legal opinion of Bradley Arant Boult
Cummings LLP relating to the shares of Class A Stock being offered pursuant to the ATM Sales Agreement is filed as Exhibit 5.1 to this Current Report on
Form 8-K.

This Current Report on Form 8-K shall not constitute an offer to sell or the solicitation of an offer to buy the Class A Stock discussed herein, nor shall there
be any offer, solicitation, or sale of Class A Stock in any state or jurisdiction in which such offer, solicitation or sale would be unlawful prior to registration
or qualification under the securities laws of any such state or jurisdiction.

Item 7.01 Regulation FD Disclosure.

On September 28, 2022, Momentus issued a press release announcing ATM Sales Agreement. A copy of the press release is attached as Exhibit 99.1 to this
Form 8-K.

Ladies and Gentlemen:

Momentus Inc., a Delaware corporation (the “Company”), confirms its agreement (this “Agreement”) with Stifel, Nicolaus & Company,
Incorporated (the “Agent”), as follows:

1. Issuance and Sale of Shares. The Company agrees that, from time to time during the term of this Agreement, on the terms and subject to
the conditions set forth herein, it may issue and sell through the Agent (defined above), shares of Class A common stock (the “Placement Shares”) of the
Company, par value $0.00001 per share (the “Commeon Stock™); provided, however, that in no event shall the Company issue or sell through the Agent
such number or dollar amount of Placement Shares that would (a) exceed the number or dollar amount of shares of Common Stock registered on the
effective Registration Statement (defined below) filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission (the “Commission”) pursuant to which the offering is
being made, (b) exceed the number of authorized but unissued shares of Common Stock (less shares of Common Stock issuable upon exercise, conversion
or exchange of any outstanding securities of the Company or otherwise reserved from the Company’s authorized capital stock), (c) exceed the number or
dollar amount of shares of Common Stock permitted to be sold under Form S-3 (including General Instruction I.B.6 thereof, if applicable) or (d) exceed the
number or dollar amount of shares of Common Stock for which the Company has filed a Prospectus Supplement (defined below) (the lesser of (a), (b), (c)
and (d), the “Maximum Amount”). Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, the parties hereto agree that compliance with the
limitations set forth in this Section 1 on the amount of Placement Shares issued and sold under this Agreement shall be the sole responsibility of the
Company and that the Agent shall have no obligation in connection with such compliance. The offer and sale of Placement Shares through the Agent will
be effected pursuant to the Registration Statement (as defined below) filed by the Company and declared effective by the Commission, although nothing in
this Agreement shall be construed as requiring the Company to use the Registration Statement to issue Placement Shares.

The Company has filed, in accordance with the provisions of the Securities Act of 1933, as amended (the “Securities Act”) and the rules and
regulations thereunder (the “Securities Act Regulations”), with the Commission a registration statement on Form S-3 (File No. 333-267230), including a
base prospectus, relating to certain securities, including the Placement Shares to be issued from time to time by the Company, and which incorporates by
reference documents that the Company has filed or will file in accordance with the provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (the
“Exchange Act”), and the rules and regulations thereunder. The Company has prepared a prospectus supplement to the base prospectus included as part of
the registration statement, which prospectus supplement relates to the Placement Shares to be issued from time to time by the Company (the “Prospectus
Supplement”). The Company will furnish to the Agent, for use by the Agent, copies of the prospectus included as part of such registration statement, as
supplemented by the Prospectus Supplement, relating to the Placement Shares to be issued from time to time by the Company. The Company may file one
or more additional registration statements from time to time that will contain a base prospectus and related prospectus or prospectus supplement, if
applicable (which shall be a Prospectus Supplement), with respect to the Placement Shares. Except where the context otherwise requires, such registration
statement(s), including all documents filed as part thereof or incorporated by reference therein, and including any information contained in a Prospectus (as
defined below) subsequently filed with the Commission pursuant to Rule 424(b) under the Securities Act Regulations or deemed to be a part of such
registration statement pursuant to Rule 430B of the Securities Act Regulations, is herein called the “Registration Statement.” The base prospectus or base
prospectuses, including all documents incorporated therein by reference, included in the Registration Statement, as it may be supplemented, if necessary, by
the Prospectus Supplement, in the form in which such prospectus or prospectuses and/or Prospectus Supplement have most recently been filed by the
Company with the Commission pursuant to Rule 424(b) under the Securities Act Regulations, is herein called the “Prospectus.”




Any reference herein to the Registration Statement, any Prospectus Supplement, Prospectus or any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus shall be deemed
to refer to and include the documents, if any, incorporated by reference therein (the “Incorporated Documents”), including, unless the context otherwise
requires, the documents, if any, filed as exhibits to such Incorporated Documents. Any reference herein to the terms “amend,” “amendment” or
“supplement” with respect to the Registration Statement, any Prospectus Supplement, the Prospectus or any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus shall be deemed
to refer to and include the filing of any document under the Exchange Act on or after the most-recent effective date of the Registration Statement, or the
date of the Prospectus Supplement, Prospectus or such Issuer Free Writing Prospectus, as the case may be, and incorporated therein by reference. For
purposes of this Agreement, all references to the Registration Statement, the Prospectus or to any amendment or supplement thereto shall be deemed to
include the most recent copy filed with the Commission pursuant to its Electronic Data Gathering Analysis and Retrieval system, or if applicable, the
Interactive Data Electronic Application system when used by the Commission (collectively, “EDGAR”).

2. Placements. Each time that the Company wishes to issue and sell Placement Shares hereunder (each, a “Placement”), it will notify the
Agent by email notice (or other method mutually agreed to by the parties) of the number of Placement Shares to be issued, the time period during which
sales are requested to be made, any limitation on the number of Placement Shares that may be sold in any one day and any minimum price below which
sales may not be made (a “Placement Notice”), the form of which is attached hereto as Schedule 1. The Placement Notice shall originate from any of the
individuals from the Company set forth on Schedule 3 (with a copy to each of the other individuals from the Company listed on such schedule), and shall
be addressed to each of the individuals from the Agent to whom the Placement Notice is delivered, as set forth on Schedule 3, as such Schedule 3 may be
amended from time to time. The Placement Notice shall be effective unless and until (i) the Agent declines in writing to accept the terms contained therein
for any reason, in its sole discretion, which declination must occur within two (2) Business Days of the receipt of the Placement Notice, (ii) the entire
amount of the Placement Shares thereunder have been sold, (iii) the Company amends, supersedes, suspends or terminates the Placement Notice or (iv) this
Agreement has been terminated under the provisions of Section 12. The amount of any discount, commission or other compensation to be paid by the
Company to any Agent in connection with such Agent’s sale of the Placement Shares, as the Agent, shall be calculated in accordance with the terms set
forth in Schedule 2. It is expressly acknowledged and agreed that neither the Company nor the Agent will have any obligation whatsoever with respect to a
Placement or any Placement Shares unless and until the Company delivers a Placement Notice to the Agent and the Agent does not decline (and the
Company does not suspend or terminate) such Placement Notice pursuant to the terms set forth above, and then only upon the terms specified therein and
herein. In the event of a conflict between the terms of this Agreement and the terms of a Placement Notice, the terms of the Placement Notice will control.




3. Sale of Placement Shares by the Agent. Subject to the provisions of Section 5(a), the Agent upon receipt of a Placement Notice, for the
period specified in the Placement Notice, will use its commercially reasonable efforts consistent with its normal trading and sales practices and applicable
state and federal laws, rules and regulations and the rules of The Nasdaq Global Select Market, to sell the Placement Shares up to the amount specified, and
otherwise in accordance with the terms of such Placement Notice. The Agent will provide written confirmation to the Company no later than the opening of
the Trading Day (as defined below) immediately following the Trading Day on which it has made sales of Placement Shares hereunder setting forth the
number of Placement Shares sold on such day, the compensation payable by the Company to the Agent pursuant to Section 2 with respect to such sales, and
the Net Proceeds (as defined below) payable to the Company, with an itemization of the deductions made by the Agent (as set forth in Section 5(b)) from
the gross proceeds that it receives from such sales. Subject to the terms of the Placement Notice, the Agent may sell Placement Shares by any method
permitted by law deemed to be an “at the market offering” as defined in Rule 415(a)(4) of the Securities Act Regulations, including sales made directly on
or through The Nasdaq Global Select Market (the “Exchange”) or any other existing trading market for the Common Stock, in negotiated transactions at
market prices prevailing at the time of sale or at prices related to such prevailing market prices and/or any other method permitted by law. “Trading Day”
means any day on which Common Stock is traded on the Exchange.

4. Suspension of Sales. The Company or the Agent may, upon notice to the other party in writing (including by email correspondence to
each of the individuals of the other party set forth on Schedule 3, if receipt of such correspondence is actually acknowledged by any of the individuals to
whom the notice is sent, other than via auto-reply) or by telephone (confirmed immediately by verifiable facsimile transmission or email correspondence to
each of the individuals of the other party set forth on Schedule 3), suspend any sale of Placement Shares (a “Suspension”); provided, however, that such
Suspension shall not affect or impair any party’s obligations with respect to any Placement Shares sold hereunder prior to the receipt of such notice. While

Agent, shall be waived. Each of the parties agrees that no such notice under this Section 4 shall be effective against any other party unless it is made to one
of the individuals named on Schedule 3 hereto, as such schedule may be amended from time to time.




5. Sale and Delivery to the Agent; Settlement.

(a) Sale of Placement Shares. On the basis of the representations and warranties herein contained and subject to the terms and
conditions herein set forth, upon the Agent’s acceptance of the terms of a Placement Notice, and unless the sale of the Placement Shares described
therein has been declined, suspended, or otherwise terminated in accordance with the terms of this Agreement, the Agent, for the period specified
in the Placement Notice, will use its commercially reasonable efforts consistent with its normal trading and sales practices and applicable law and
regulations to sell such Placement Shares up to the amount specified, and otherwise in accordance with the terms of such Placement Notice. The
Company acknowledges and agrees that (i) there can be no assurance that the Agent will be successful in selling Placement Shares, (ii) the Agent
will incur no liability or obligation to the Company or any other person or entity if it does not sell Placement Shares for any reason other than a
failure by the Agent to use its commercially reasonable efforts consistent with its normal trading and sales practices and applicable law and
regulations to sell such Placement Shares as required under this Agreement and (iii) the Agent shall be under no obligation to purchase Placement
Shares on a principal basis pursuant to this Agreement, except as otherwise agreed by the Agent and the Company.

(b) Settlement of Placement Shares. Unless otherwise specified in the applicable Placement Notice, settlement for sales of
Placement Shares will occur on the second (2nd) Trading Day (or such earlier day as is industry practice for regular-way trading) following the
date on which such sales are made (each, a “Settlement Date”). The Agent shall notify the Company of each sale of Placement Shares no later
than the opening of the Trading Day immediately following the Trading Day on which it has made sales of Placement Shares hereunder. The
amount of proceeds to be delivered to the Company on a Settlement Date against receipt of the Placement Shares sold (the “Net Proceeds”) will
be equal to the aggregate sales price received by the Agent, after deduction for (i) the Agent’s commission, discount or other compensation for
such sales payable by the Company pursuant to Section 2 hereof, and (ii) any transaction fees imposed by any Governmental Authority (as defined
below) in respect of such sales.

(o) Delivery of Placement Shares. On or before each Settlement Date, the Company will, or will cause its transfer agent to,
electronically transfer the Placement Shares being sold by crediting the account of the Agent, or such designee’s account (provided the Agent shall
have given the Company written notice of such designee at least one Trading Day prior to the Settlement Date) at The Depository Trust Company
through its Deposit and Withdrawal at Custodian System or by such other means of delivery as may be mutually agreed upon by the parties hereto
which in all cases shall be freely tradable, transferable, registered shares in good deliverable form. On each Settlement Date, the Agent will deliver
the related Net Proceeds in same day funds to an account designated by the Company on, or prior to, the Settlement Date. The Company agrees
that if the Company, or its transfer agent (if applicable), defaults in its obligation to deliver Placement Shares on a Settlement Date, the Company
agrees that in addition to and in no way limiting the rights and obligations set forth in Section 10(a) hereto, it will (i) hold the Agent harmless
against any loss, claim, damage, or expense (including reasonable and documented legal fees and expenses), as incurred, arising out of or in
connection with such default by the Company or its transfer agent (if applicable) through no fault of the Agent and (ii) pay to the Agent (without
duplication) any commission, discount, or other compensation to which it would otherwise have been entitled absent such default.




(d) Denominations; Registration. Certificates for the Placement Shares, if any, shall be in such denominations and registered in
such names as the Agent may request in writing at least one full Business Day (as defined below) before the Settlement Date. The certificates for
the Placement Shares, if any, will be made available by the Company for examination and packaging by the Agent in The City of New York not
later than noon (New York time) on the Business Day prior to the Settlement Date.

(e) Limitations on Offering Size. Under no circumstances shall the Company cause or request the offer or sale of any Placement
Shares if, after giving effect to the sale of such Placement Shares, the aggregate number of shares or gross sales proceeds of Placement Shares sold
pursuant to this Agreement would exceed the lesser of (A) together with all sales of Placement Shares under this Agreement, the Maximum
Amount and (B) the amount authorized from time to time to be issued and sold under this Agreement by the Company’s board of directors, a duly
authorized committee thereof or a duly authorized executive committee, and notified to the Agent in writing. Under no circumstances shall the
Company cause or request the offer or sale of any Placement Shares pursuant to this Agreement at a price lower than the minimum price
authorized from time to time by the Company’s board of directors, a duly authorized committee thereof or a duly authorized executive committee.
Further, under no circumstances shall the Company cause or permit the aggregate offering amount of Placement Shares sold pursuant to this
Agreement to exceed the Maximum Amount.

) Sales Through Agent. With respect to the offering and sale of Placement Shares pursuant to this Agreement, the Company
agrees that any offer to sell Placement Shares, any solicitation of an offer to buy Placement Shares, and any sales of Placement Shares shall only
be effected by or through the Agent on any single given day, and the Company shall in no event request that more than one Agent offer or sell
Placement Shares pursuant to this Agreement on the same day.




6. Representations and Warranties of the Company. The Company represents and warrants to, and agrees with the Agent that as of the date
of this Agreement and as of each Applicable Time (as defined below), unless such representation, warranty or agreement specifies a different time:

(a) Registration Statement and Prospectus. The Company and the transactions contemplated by this Agreement meet the
requirements for and comply with the applicable conditions set forth in Form S-3 (including General Instructions I.A and I.B) under the Securities
Act. The Registration Statement filed with the Commission has been declared effective by the Commission under the Securities Act. The
Prospectus Supplement will name the Agent as agents in the section entitled “Plan of Distribution.” The Company has not received, and has no
notice of, any order of the Commission preventing or suspending the use of the Registration Statement, or threatening or instituting proceedings
for that purpose. The Registration Statement and the offer and sale of Placement Shares as contemplated hereby meet the requirements of Rule 415
under the Securities Act and comply in all material respects with said Rule. Any statutes, regulations, contracts or other documents that are
required to be described in the Registration Statement or the Prospectus or filed as exhibits to the Registration Statement have been so described or
filed. Copies of the Registration Statement, the Prospectus, and any such amendments or supplements and all documents incorporated by reference
therein that were filed with the Commission on or prior to the date of this Agreement have been delivered, or are available through EDGAR, to the
Agent and their counsel. The Company has not distributed and, prior to the later to occur of each Settlement Date and completion of the
distribution of the Placement Shares, will not distribute any offering material in connection with the offering or sale of the Placement Shares other
than the Registration Statement and the Prospectus and any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus (as defined below) to which the Agent have consented,
any such consent not to be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. The Common Stock is registered pursuant to Section 12(b) of the
Exchange Act and is currently listed on the Exchange under the trading symbol “MNTS.” The Company has taken no action designed to, or likely
to have the effect of, terminating the registration of the Common Stock under the Exchange Act, delisting the Common Stock from the Exchange,
nor has the Company received any notification that the Commission or the Exchange is contemplating terminating such registration or listing. To
the Company’s knowledge, it is in compliance with all applicable listing requirements of the Exchange.

(b) No Misstatement or Omission. The Registration Statement, when it became effective, and the Prospectus, and any amendment
or supplement thereto, on the date of such Prospectus or amendment or supplement, conformed and will conform in all material respects with the
requirements of the Securities Act. At each Settlement Date, the Registration Statement and the Prospectus, as of such date, will conform in all
material respects with the requirements of the Securities Act. The Registration Statement, when it became effective, did not, and will not, contain
an untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein not
misleading. The Prospectus and any amendment and supplement thereto, on the date thereof and at each Applicable Time (defined below), did not
or will not include an untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact necessary to make the statements therein, in light of the
circumstances under which they were made, not misleading. The documents incorporated by reference in the Prospectus or any Prospectus
Supplement did not, and any further documents filed and incorporated by reference therein will not, when filed with the Commission, contain an
untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact required to be stated in such document or necessary to make the statements in
such document, in light of the circumstances under which they were made, not misleading. The foregoing shall not apply to statements in, or
omissions from, any such document made in reliance upon, and in conformity with, information furnished to the Company by the Agent
specifically for use in the preparation thereof.




(o) Conformity with Securities Act and Exchange Act. The Registration Statement, the Prospectus, any Issuer Free Writing
Prospectus or any amendment or supplement thereto, and the documents incorporated by reference in the Registration Statement, the Prospectus or
any amendment or supplement thereto, when such documents were or are filed with the Commission under the Securities Act or the Exchange Act
or became effective under the Securities Act, as the case may be, conformed or will conform in all material respects with the requirements of the
Securities Act and the Exchange Act, as applicable.

(d) Financial Information. The consolidated financial statements of the Company included or incorporated by reference in the
Registration Statement, the Prospectus and the Issuer Free Writing Prospectuses, if any, together with the related notes and schedules, present
fairly, in all material respects, the consolidated financial position of the Company and the Subsidiaries (as defined below) as of the dates indicated
and the consolidated results of operations, cash flows and changes in stockholders’ equity of the Company for the periods specified and have been
prepared in compliance with the requirements of the Securities Act and Exchange Act and in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles (“GAAP”) applied on a consistent basis during the periods involved; the other financial and statistical data with respect to the Company

(00) No Conflicts. Neither the execution of this Agreement, nor the issuance, offering or sale of the Placement Shares, nor the
consummation of any of the transactions contemplated herein and therein, nor the compliance by the Company with the terms and provisions
hereof and thereof will conflict with, or will result in a breach of, any of the terms and provisions of, or has constituted or will constitute a default
under, or has resulted in or will result in the creation or imposition of any lien, charge or encumbrance upon any property or assets of the Company
pursuant to the terms of any contract or other agreement to which the Company may be bound or to which any of the property or assets of the
Company is subject, except (i) such conflicts, breaches or defaults as may have been waived and (ii) such conflicts, breaches and defaults that
would not have a Material Adverse Effect; nor will such action result (x) in any violation of the provisions of the organizational or governing
documents of the Company, or (y) in any material violation of the provisions of any statute or any order, rule or regulation applicable to the
Company or of any Governmental Authority having jurisdiction over the Company.

(pp) Sanctions. (i) The Company represents that (x) neither the Company nor any of its Subsidiaries (collectively, the “Entity”) or
any director, officer or affiliate of the Entity, and (y) to the Company’s knowledge, none of the employees, agents or representatives of the Entity,
is a government, individual, or entity (in this paragraph (pp), “Person”) that is, or is owned or controlled by a Person that is:

(A) the subject of any sanctions administered or enforced by the U.S. Department of Treasury’s Office of Foreign Assets Control
(“OFAC”), the United Nations Security Council, the European Union, Her Majesty’s Treasury, or other relevant sanctions authorities,
including, without limitation, designation on OFAC’s Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked Persons List or OFAC’s Foreign
Sanctions Evaders List, but excluding the Special Economic Measures (Russia) Regulations adopted by the Government of Canada (as
amended, collectively, “Sanctions”), nor




(B) located, organized or resident in a country or territory that is the subject of Sanctions that broadly prohibit dealings with that
country or territory (including, without limitation, Cuba, Iran, North Korea, Sudan, Syria, the Crimea Region of the Ukraine, the so-
called Donetsk People’s Republic and the so-called Luhansk People’s Republic and any other Covered Region of Ukraine identified
pursuant to Executive Order 14065) (the “Sanctioned Countries™)).

(ii) The Entity represents and covenants that it will not, directly or indirectly, use the proceeds of the offering, or lend, contribute or
otherwise make available such proceeds to any subsidiary, joint venture partner or other Person:

(A) to fund or facilitate any activities or business of or with any Person or in any country or territory that, at the time of such
funding or facilitation, is the subject of Sanctions or is a Sanctioned Country, except as authorized under applicable Sanctions; or

(qq) Stock Transfer Taxes. On each Settlement Date, all stock transfer or other taxes (other than income taxes) which are required to
be paid in connection with the sale and transfer of the Placement Shares to be sold hereunder will be, or will have been, fully paid or provided for
by the Company and all laws imposing such taxes will be or will have been fully complied with.

(1r) Compliance with Laws. The Company and each of its Subsidiaries are in material compliance with all applicable laws,

(tt) Cybersecurity. (i) (x) There has been no material security breach or attack or other compromise of or relating to any of the
Company’s and its subsidiaries’ information technology and computer systems, networks, hardware, software, data (including the data of their
respective customers, employees, suppliers, vendors and any third party data maintained by or on behalf of them), equipment or technology (“IT
Systems and Data”), and (y) the Company and the Subsidiaries have implemented and maintained commercially reasonable controls, policies,
procedures, and safeguards to maintain and protect their material confidential information and the integrity, continuous operation, redundancy and
security of all Company IT Systems and data (including all personal, personally identifiable, sensitive, confidential or regulated data (“Personal
Data”)) used in connection with their businesses, and, to the Company’s knowledge despite its commercially reasonable activities to detect such
events, there have been no breaches, violations, outages or unauthorized uses of or accesses to same, except for those that have been remedied
without material cost or liability or the duty to notify any other person, nor any incidents under internal review or investigations relating to the
same. The Company and the Subsidiaries are presently in material compliance with all applicable laws or statutes and all judgments, orders, rules
and regulations of any court or arbitrator or governmental or regulatory authority, internal policies and contractual obligations relating to the
privacy and security of Company IT Systems and Personal Data and to the protection of such Company IT Systems and Personal Data from
unauthorized use, access, misappropriation or modification. and (ii) the Company and its subsidiaries have implemented backup and disaster
recovery technology consistent with industry standards and practice.

(uu) Solvency. The Company is not as of the date hereof, and after giving effect to the offering and sale of the Placement Shares, will
not be Insolvent (as defined below). For purposes of this Section 6(uu), “Insolvent” means, with respect to any person, (i) the present fair saleable
value of such person’s assets is less than the amount required to pay such person’s total indebtedness, (ii) such person is unable to pay its debts and
liabilities, subordinated, contingent or otherwise, as such debts and liabilities become absolute and matured, (iii) such person intends to incur or
believes that it will incur debts that would be beyond its ability to pay as such debts mature or (iv) such person has unreasonably small capital with
which to conduct the business in which it is engaged as such business is now conducted and is proposed to be conducted.

7. Covenants of the Company. The Company covenants and agrees with the Agent that:

(a) Registration Statement Amendments. After the date of this Agreement and during any period in which a Prospectus relating to
any Placement Shares is required to be delivered by the Agent under the Securities Act (including in circumstances where such requirement may
be satisfied pursuant to Rule 172 under the Securities Act or similar rule), (i) the Company will notify the Agent promptly of the time when any
subsequent amendment to the Registration Statement, other than documents incorporated by reference, has been filed with the Commission and/or
has become effective or any subsequent supplement to the Prospectus has been filed and of any request by the Commission for any amendment or
supplement to the Registration Statement or Prospectus or for additional information, (ii) the Company will prepare and file with the Commission,
promptly upon the Agent’s reasonable request, any amendments or supplements to the Registration Statement or Prospectus that, in the Agent’s
reasonable opinion, may be necessary or advisable in connection with the distribution of the Placement Shares by the Agent (provided, however,
that the failure of the Agent to make such request shall not relieve the Company of any obligation or liability hereunder, or affect the Agent’s right
to rely on the representations and warranties made by the Company in this Agreement and provided, further, that the only remedy the Agent shall
have with respect to the failure to make such filing shall be to cease making sales under this Agreement until such amendment or supplement is
filed); (iii) the Company will not file any amendment or supplement to the Registration Statement or Prospectus relating to the Placement Shares
or a security convertible into the Placement Shares unless a copy thereof has been submitted to the Agent within a reasonable period of time
before the filing and the Agent has not reasonably objected thereto (provided, however, that the failure of the Agent to make such objection shall
not relieve the Company of any obligation or liability hereunder, or affect the Agent’s right to rely on the representations and warranties made by
the Company in this Agreement and provided, further, that the only remedy the Agent shall have with respect to the failure by the Company to
obtain such consent shall be to cease making sales under this Agreement) and the Company will furnish to the Agent at the time of filing thereof a
copy of any document that upon filing is deemed to be incorporated by reference into the Registration Statement or Prospectus, except for those
documents available via EDGAR; and (iv) the Company will cause each amendment or supplement to the Prospectus to be filed with the
Commission as required pursuant to the applicable paragraph of Rule 424(b) of the Securities Act or, in the case of any document to be
incorporated therein by reference, to be filed with the Commission as required pursuant to the Exchange Act, within the time period prescribed
(the determination to file or not file any amendment or supplement with the Commission under this Section 7(a), based on the Company’s
reasonable opinion or reasonable objections, shall be made exclusively by the Company).

(b) Notice of Commission Stop Orders. The Company will advise the Agent, promptly after it receives notice or obtains knowledge
thereof, of the issuance or threatened issuance by the Commission of any stop order suspending the effectiveness of the Registration Statement, of
the suspension of the qualification of the Placement Shares for offering or sale in any jurisdiction, or of the initiation or threatening of any
proceeding for any such purpose; and it will promptly use its commercially reasonable efforts to prevent the issuance of any stop order or to obtain
its withdrawal if such a stop order should be issued. The Company will advise the Agent promptly after it receives any request by the Commission
for any amendments to the Registration Statement or any amendment or supplements to the Prospectus or any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus or
for additional information related to the offering of the Placement Shares or for additional information related to the Registration Statement, the
Prospectus or any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus.




(o) Delivery of Prospectus; Subsequent Changes. During any period in which a Prospectus relating to the Placement Shares is
required to be delivered by the Agent under the Securities Act with respect to the offer and sale of the Placement Shares, (including in
circumstances where such requirement may be satisfied pursuant to Rule 172 under the Securities Act or similar rule), the Company will comply
with all requirements imposed upon it by the Securities Act, as from time to time in force, and to file on or before their respective due dates all
reports and any definitive proxy or information statements required to be filed by the Company with the Commission pursuant to Sections 13(a),
13(c), 14, 15(d) or any other provision of or under the Exchange Act. If the Company has omitted any information from the Registration Statement
pursuant to Rule 430B under the Securities Act, it will use its best efforts to comply with the provisions of and make all requisite filings with the
Commission pursuant to said Rule 430B and to notify the Agent promptly of all such filings if not available on EDGAR. If during such period any
event occurs as a result of which the Prospectus as then amended or supplemented would include an untrue statement of a material fact or omit to
state a material fact necessary to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances then existing, not misleading, or if during such
period it is necessary to amend or supplement the Registration Statement or Prospectus to comply with the Securities Act, the Company will
promptly notify the Agent to suspend the offering of Placement Shares during such period and the Company will promptly amend or supplement
the Registration Statement or Prospectus (at the expense of the Company) so as to correct such statement or omission or effect such compliance;
provided, however, that the Company may delay any such amendment or supplement if, in the reasonable judgment of the Company, it is in the
interests of the Company to do so. Until such time as the Company shall have corrected such misstatement or omission or effected such
compliance, the Company shall not notify the Agent to resume the offering of Placement Shares.

(d) Listing of Placement Shares. Prior to the date of the first Placement Notice, the Company will use its reasonable best efforts to
cause the Placement Shares to be listed on the Exchange.

The Company will furnish to the Agent and its counsel (at the expense of
the Company) copies of the Registration Statement, the Prospectus (including all documents incorporated by reference therein) and all
amendments and supplements to the Registration Statement or Prospectus that are filed with the Commission during any period in which a
Prospectus relating to the Placement Shares is required to be delivered under the Securities Act (including all documents filed with the
Commission during such period that are deemed to be incorporated by reference therein), in each case as soon as reasonably practicable and in
such quantities as the Agent may from time to time reasonably request and, at request of the Agent, will also furnish copies of the Prospectus to
each exchange or market on which sales of the Placement Shares may be made; provided, however, that the Company shall not be required to
furnish any document (other than the Prospectus) to the Agent to the extent such document is available on EDGAR.




® Earning Statement. The Company will make generally available to its security holders as soon as practicable, but in any event
not later than 15 months after the end of the Company’s current fiscal quarter, an earning statement covering a 12-month period that satisfies the
provisions of Section 11(a) and Rule 158 of the Securities Act; provided that the Company will be deemed to have furnished such statement to its
security holders to the extent it is available on EDGAR.

pursuant to such Placement Notice (or, if the Placement Notice has been terminated or suspended prior to the sale of all Placement Shares covered
by a Placement Notice, the date of such suspension or termination); and will not directly or indirectly in any other “at the market” or continuous

after the date of this Agreement which are not issued for capital raising purposes.

@) Change of Circumstances. The Company will, at any time during the pendency of a Placement Notice advise the Agent
promptly after it shall have received notice or obtained knowledge thereof, of any information or fact that would alter or affect in any material
respect any opinion, certificate, letter or other document required to be provided to the Agent pursuant to this Agreement.

® Secretary’s Certificate; Further Documentation. Prior to the date of the first Placement Notice, the Company shall deliver to the
Agent a certificate of the Secretary of the Company and attested to by an executive officer of the Company, dated as of such date, certifying as to
(i) the Amended and Restated Articles of Incorporation, as amended, of the Company, (ii) the Amended and Restated By-laws of the Company,
(iii) the resolutions of the Board of Directors of the Company authorizing the execution, delivery and performance of this Agreement and the
issuance of the Placement Shares and (iv) the incumbency of the officers duly authorized to execute this Agreement and the other documents
contemplated by this Agreement. Within five (5) Trading Days of each Representation Date, the Company shall have furnished to the Agent such
further information, certificates and documents as the Agent may reasonably request.




8. Payment of Expenses. The Company will pay all expenses incident to the performance of its obligations under this Agreement, including
(i) the preparation and filing of the Registration Statement, including any fees required by the Commission, and the printing or electronic delivery of the
Prospectus as originally filed and of each amendment and supplement thereto, in such number as the Agent shall deem necessary, (ii) the printing and
delivery to the Agent of this Agreement and such other documents as may be required in connection with the offering, purchase, sale, issuance or delivery
of the Placement Shares, (iii) the preparation, issuance and delivery of the certificates, if any, for the Placement Shares to the Agent, including any stock or
other transfer taxes and any capital duties, stamp duties or other duties or taxes payable upon the sale, issuance or delivery of the Placement Shares to the
Agent, (iv) the fees and disbursements of the counsel, accountants and other advisors to the Company, (v) the fees and expenses of the Agent including but
not limited to the fees and expenses of the counsel to the Agent, payable within 30 days of the execution of this Agreement, in an amount not to exceed
$90,000 as of the date of this Agreement, plus an additional amount not to exceed $5,000 per fiscal quarter on an ongoing basis during the term of this
Agreement, (vi) the qualification or exemption of the Placement Shares under state securities laws in accordance with the provisions of Section 7(r) hereof,
including filing fees, but excluding fees of the Agent’s counsel, (vii) the printing and delivery to the Agent of copies of any Permitted Issuer Free Writing
Prospectus and the Prospectus and any amendments or supplements thereto in such number as the Agent shall deem necessary, (viii) the preparation,
printing and delivery to the Agent of copies of the blue sky survey, (ix) the fees and expenses of the transfer agent and registrar for the Common Stock, (x)
the filing and other fees incident to any review by FINRA of the terms of the sale of the Placement Shares including the fees of the Agent’s counsel
(subject to the cap, set forth in clause (v) above), and (xi) the fees and expenses incurred in connection with the listing of the Placement Shares on the
Exchange.

9. Conditions to Agent’s Obligations. The obligations of the Agent hereunder with respect to a Placement will be subject to the continuing
accuracy and completeness of the representations and warranties made by the Company herein, to the due performance by the Company of its obligations
hereunder, to the completion by the Agent of a due diligence review satisfactory to it in their reasonable judgment, and to the continuing satisfaction (or
waiver by the Agent in their sole discretion) of the following additional conditions:

(a) Registration Statement Effective. The Registration Statement shall be effective and shall be available for the (i) resale of all
Placement Shares issued to the Agent and not yet sold by the Agent and (ii) sale of all Placement Shares contemplated to be issued by any
Placement Notice.

(b) No Material Notices. None of the following events shall have occurred and be continuing: (i) receipt by the Company of any
request for additional information from the Commission or any other federal or state Governmental Authority during the period of effectiveness of
the Registration Statement, the response to which would require any post-effective amendments or supplements to the Registration Statement or
the Prospectus; (ii) the issuance by the Commission or any other federal or state Governmental Authority of any stop order suspending the
effectiveness of the Registration Statement or the initiation of any proceedings for that purpose; (iii) receipt by the Company of any notification
with respect to the suspension of the qualification or exemption from qualification of any of the Placement Shares for sale in any jurisdiction or
the initiation or threatening of any proceeding for such purpose; or (iv) the occurrence of any event that makes any statement of a material fact
made in the Registration Statement or the Prospectus or any document incorporated or deemed to be incorporated therein by reference untrue or
that requires the making of any changes in the Registration Statement, the Prospectus or Incorporated Documents so that, in the case of the
Registration Statement, it will not contain an untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact required to be stated therein or
necessary to make the statements therein not misleading and, that in the case of the Prospectus, it will not contain an untrue statement of a material
fact or omit to state any material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances
under which they were made, not misleading.




(o) No Misstatement or Material Omission. The Agent shall not have advised the Company that the Registration Statement or
Prospectus, or any amendment or supplement thereto, contains an untrue statement of fact that in the Agent’s reasonable opinion, in consultation
with outside counsel, is material, or omits to state a fact that in the Agent’s reasonable opinion is material and is required to be stated therein or is
necessary to make the statements therein not misleading.

(d) Material Changes. Except as contemplated in the Prospectus, or disclosed in the Company’s reports filed with the Commission,
there shall not have been any material adverse change in the authorized capital stock of the Company or any Material Adverse Effect or any
development that would cause a Material Adverse Effect, or a downgrading in or withdrawal of the rating assigned to any of the Company’s
securities (other than asset backed securities) by any rating organization or a public announcement by any rating organization that it has under
surveillance or review its rating of any of the Company’s securities (other than asset backed securities), the effect of which, in the case of any such
action by a rating organization described above, in the reasonable judgment of the Agent (without relieving the Company of any obligation or
liability it may otherwise have), is so material as to make it impracticable or inadvisable to proceed with the offering of the Placement Shares on
the terms and in the manner contemplated in the Prospectus.

(e) Legal Opinions.

@A) The Agent shall have received the opinions of each Company Counsel required to be delivered pursuant to Section 7(m),
on or before the date on which such delivery of such opinions is required pursuant to Section 7(m).

(ii) On each date on which delivery of opinions by the Company is required pursuant to Section 7(m), the Agent shall have
delivered to the Company the opinion and negative assurance letter of Goodwin Procter LLP, counsel for the Agent, in form and
substance satisfactory to the Company, dated as of such date.

® Comfort Letter. The Agent shall have received the comfort letter required to be delivered pursuant to Section 7(n) on or before
the date on which such delivery of such comfort letters are required pursuant to Section 7(n).

(8) Representation Certificate. The Agent shall have received the certificate required to be delivered pursuant to Section 7(1) on or
before the date on which delivery of such certificate is required pursuant to Section 7(1).




(h) No Suspension. Trading in the Common Stock shall not have been suspended on the Exchange and the Common Stock shall not
have been delisted from the Exchange.

@) Other Materials. On each date on which the Company is required to deliver a certificate pursuant to Section 7(1), the Company
shall have furnished to the Agent such appropriate further information, opinions, certificates, letters and other documents as the Agent may
reasonably request. All such opinions, certificates, letters and other documents will be in compliance with the provisions hereof.

G) Securities Act Filings Made. All filings with the Commission required by Rule 424 under the Securities Act to have been filed
prior to the issuance of any Placement Notice hereunder shall have been made within the applicable time period prescribed for such filing by Rule
424.

(9] Approval for Listing. The Placement Shares shall either have been (i) approved for listing on the Exchange, subject only to
notice of issuance, or (ii) the Company shall have filed an application for listing of the Placement Shares on the Exchange at, or prior to, the
issuance of any Placement Notice and the Exchange shall have reviewed such application and not provided any objections thereto.

O FINRA. If applicable, FINRA shall have raised no objection to the terms of this offering and the amount of compensation
allowable or payable to the Agent as described in the Prospectus.

(m) No Termination Event. There shall not have occurred any event that would permit the Agent to terminate this Agreement
pursuant to Section 12(a).

10. Indemnification and Contribution.

(a) Company Indemnification. The Company agrees to indemnify and hold harmless each Agent, each of their affiliates and their
respective partners, members, directors, officers, employees and agents and each person, if any, who controls any Agent or any affiliate within the
meaning of Section 15 of the Securities Act or Section 20 of the Exchange Act as follows:

i) against any and all loss, liability, claim, damage and expense whatsoever, as incurred, joint or several, arising out of or
based upon any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact contained in the Registration Statement (or any
amendment thereto), or the omission or alleged omission therefrom of a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make
the statements therein not misleading, or arising out of any untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact included in any
related Issuer Free Writing Prospectus or the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement thereto), or the omission or alleged omission
therefrom of a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances under which they were
made, not misleading;




(ii) against any and all loss, liability, claim, damage and expense whatsoever, as incurred, joint or several, to the extent of
the aggregate amount paid in settlement of any litigation, or any investigation or proceeding by any Governmental Authority, commenced
or threatened, or of any claim whatsoever based upon any such untrue statement or omission, or any such alleged untrue statement or
omission; provided that (subject to Section 10(d) below) any such settlement is effected with the written consent of the Company, which
consent shall not unreasonably be delayed or withheld; and

(iii) against any and all expense whatsoever, as incurred (including the reasonable and documented fees and disbursements
of counsel), reasonably incurred in investigating, preparing or defending against any litigation, or any investigation or proceeding by any
Governmental Authority, commenced or threatened, or any claim whatsoever based upon any such untrue statement or omission, or any
such alleged untrue statement or omission (whether or not a party), to the extent that any such expense is not paid under (i) or (ii) above,

provided, however, that this indemnity agreement shall not apply to any loss, liability, claim, damage or expense to the extent arising out of any untrue
statement or omission or alleged untrue statement or omission made solely in reliance upon and in conformity with the Agent Information (as defined
below).

(b) Agent Indemnification. The Agent agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Company and its directors and each officer of the
Company who signed the Registration Statement, and each person, if any, who controls the Company within the meaning of Section 15 of the
Securities Act or Section 20 of the Exchange Act against any and all loss, liability, claim, damage and expense described in the indemnity
contained in Section 10(a), as incurred, but only with respect to untrue statements or omissions, or alleged untrue statements or omissions, made in
the Registration Statement (or any amendments thereto), the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement thereto) or any Issuer Free Writing
Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement thereto) in reliance upon and in conformity with information relating to the Agent and furnished to
the Company in writing by the Agent expressly for use therein. The Company hereby acknowledges that the only information that the Agent have
furnished to the Company expressly for use in the Registration Statement, the Prospectus or any Issuer Free Writing Prospectus (or any
amendment or supplement thereto) are the statements set forth in the ninth paragraph under the caption “Plan of Distribution” in the Prospectus
(the “Agent Information”).




(o) Procedure. Any party that proposes to assert the right to be indemnified under this Section 10 will, promptly after receipt of
notice of commencement of any action against such party in respect of which a claim is to be made against an indemnifying party or parties under
this Section 10 notify each such indemnifying party of the commencement of such action, enclosing a copy of all papers served, but the failure so
to notify such indemnifying party will not relieve the indemnifying party from (i) any liability that it might have to any indemnified party
otherwise than under this Section 10 and (ii) any liability that it may have to any indemnified party under the foregoing provision of this Section
10 unless, and only to the extent that such failure results in the forfeiture of substantive rights or defenses by the indemnifying party. If any such
action is brought against any indemnified party and it notifies the indemnifying party of its commencement, the indemnifying party will be entitled
to participate in and, to the extent that it elects by delivering written notice to the indemnified party promptly after receiving notice of the
commencement of the action from the indemnified party, jointly with any other indemnifying party similarly notified, to assume the defense of the
action, with counsel reasonably satisfactory to the indemnified party, and after notice from the indemnifying party to the indemnified party of its
election to assume the defense, the indemnifying party will not be liable to the indemnified party for any other legal expenses except as provided
below and except for the reasonable and documented costs of investigation subsequently incurred by the indemnified party in connection with the
defense. The indemnified party will have the right to employ its own counsel in any such action, but the fees, expenses and other charges of such
counsel will be at the expense of such indemnified party unless (1) the employment of counsel by the indemnified party has been authorized in
writing by the indemnifying party, (2) the indemnified party has reasonably concluded (based on advice of counsel) that there may be legal
defenses available to it or other indemnified parties that are different from or in addition to those available to the indemnifying party, (3) a conflict
or potential conflict exists (based on advice of counsel to the indemnified party) between the indemnified party and the indemnifying party (in
which case the indemnifying party will not have the right to direct the defense of such action on behalf of the indemnified party) or (4) the
indemnifying party has not in fact employed counsel to assume the defense of such action or counsel reasonably satisfactory to the indemnified
party, in each case, within a reasonable time after receiving notice of the commencement of the action; in each of which cases the reasonable and
documented fees, disbursements and other charges of counsel will be at the expense of the indemnifying party or parties. It is understood that the
indemnifying party or parties shall not, in connection with any proceeding or related proceedings in the same jurisdiction, be liable for the
reasonable and documented fees, disbursements and other charges of more than one separate firm (plus local counsel) admitted to practice in such
jurisdiction at any one time for all such indemnified party or parties. All such fees, disbursements and other charges will be reimbursed by the
indemnifying party after notice received by the indemnified person. An indemnifying party will not, in any event, be liable for any settlement of
any action or claim effected without its written consent. No indemnifying party shall, without the prior written consent of each indemnified party,
settle or compromise or consent to the entry of any judgment in any pending or threatened claim, action or proceeding relating to the matters
contemplated by this Section 10 (whether or not any indemnified party is a party thereto), unless such settlement, compromise or consent (1)
includes an express and unconditional release of each indemnified party, in form and substance reasonably satisfactory to such indemnified party,
from all liability arising out of such litigation, investigation, proceeding or claim and (2) does not include a statement as to or an admission of
fault, culpability or a failure to act by or on behalf of any indemnified party.




(d) Settlement Without Consent if Failure to Reimburse. If an indemnified party shall have requested an indemnifying party to
reimburse the indemnified party for reasonable and documented fees and expenses of counsel, such indemnifying party agrees that it shall be
more than 45 days after receipt by such indemnifying party of the aforesaid request, (2) such indemnifying party shall have received notice of the
terms of such settlement at least 30 days prior to such settlement being entered into and (3) such indemnifying party shall not have reimbursed
such indemnified party in accordance with such request prior to the date of such settlement.

(e) Contribution. In order to provide for just and equitable contribution in circumstances in which the indemnification provided for
in the foregoing paragraphs of this Section 10 is applicable in accordance with its terms but for any reason is held to be unavailable or insufficient
from the Company or the Agent, the Company and the Agent will contribute to the total losses, claims, liabilities, expenses and damages
(including any investigative, legal and other expenses reasonably incurred in connection with, and any amount paid in settlement of, any action,
suit or proceeding or any claim asserted) to which the Company and the Agent may be subject in such proportion as shall be appropriate to reflect
the relative benefits received by the Company on the one hand and the Agent on the other hand. The relative benefits received by the Company on
the one hand and the Agent on the other hand shall be deemed to be in the same proportion as the total net proceeds from the sale of the Placement
Shares (before deducting expenses) received by the Company bear to the total compensation received by the Agent from the sale of Placement
Shares on behalf of the Company. If, but only if, the allocation provided by the foregoing sentence is not permitted by applicable law, the
allocation of contribution shall be made in such proportion as is appropriate to reflect not only the relative benefits referred to in the foregoing
sentence but also the relative fault of the Company, on the one hand, and the Agent, on the other hand, with respect to the statements or omission
that resulted in such loss, claim, liability, expense or damage, or action in respect thereof, as well as any other relevant equitable considerations
with respect to such offering. Such relative fault shall be determined by reference to, among other things, whether the untrue or alleged untrue
statement of a material fact or omission or alleged omission to state a material fact relates to information supplied by the Company or the Agent,
the intent of the parties and their relative knowledge, access to information and opportunity to correct or prevent such statement or omission. The
Company and the Agent agree that it would not be just and equitable if contributions pursuant to this Section 10(e) were to be determined by pro
rata allocation or by any other method of allocation that does not take into account the equitable considerations referred to herein. The amount
paid or payable by an indemnified party as a result of the loss, claim, liability, expense, or damage, or action in respect thereof, referred to above
in this Section 10(e)_shall be deemed to include, for the purpose of this Section 10(e), any legal or other expenses reasonably incurred by such
indemnified party in connection with investigating or defending any such action or claim to the extent consistent with Section 10(c) hereof.
Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this Section 10(e), the Agent shall not be required to contribute any amount in excess of the
commissions received by it under this Agreement and no person found guilty of fraudulent misrepresentation (within the meaning of Section 11(f)
of the Securities Act) will be entitled to contribution from any person who was not guilty of such fraudulent misrepresentation. For purposes of
this Section 10(e), any person who controls a party to this Agreement within the meaning of the Securities Act, any affiliates of the Agent and any
officers, directors, partners, employees or agents of the Agent or any of their affiliates, will have the same rights to contribution as that party, and
each director of the Company and each officer of the Company who signed the Registration Statement will have the same rights to contribution as
the Company, subject in each case to the provisions hereof. Any party entitled to contribution, promptly after receipt of notice of commencement
of any action against such party in respect of which a claim for contribution may be made under this Section 10(e), will notify any such party or
parties from whom contribution may be sought, but the omission to so notify will not relieve that party or parties from whom contribution may be
sought from any other obligation it or they may have under this Section 10(e) except to the extent that the failure to so notify such other party
materially prejudiced the substantive rights or defenses of the party from whom contribution is sought. Except for a settlement entered into
pursuant to the last sentence of Section 10(c) hereof, no party will be liable for contribution with respect to any action or claim settled without its
written consent if such consent is required pursuant to Section 10(c) hereof.




11. Representations and Agreements to Survive Delivery. The indemnity and contribution agreements contained in Section 10 of this
Agreement and all representations and warranties of the Company herein or in certificates delivered pursuant hereto shall survive, as of their respective
dates, regardless of (i) any investigation made by or on behalf of the Agent, any controlling persons, or the Company (or any of their respective officers,
directors, employees or controlling persons), (i) delivery and acceptance of the Placement Shares and payment therefor or (iii) any termination of this
Agreement.

12. Termination.

(a) The Agent may terminate this Agreement, by notice to the Company, as hereinafter specified at any time (1) if there has been,
since the time of execution of this Agreement or since the date as of which information is given in the Prospectus, any change, or any development
or event involving a prospective change, in the condition, financial or otherwise, or in the business, properties, earnings, results of operations or
prospects of the Company and its Subsidiaries considered as one enterprise, whether or not arising in the ordinary course of business, which
individually or in the aggregate, in the sole judgment of the Agent is material and adverse and makes it impractical or inadvisable to market the
Placement Shares or to enforce contracts for the sale of the Placement Shares, (2) if there has occurred any material adverse change in the
financial markets in the United States or the international financial markets, any outbreak of hostilities or escalation thereof or other calamity or
crisis or any change or development involving a prospective change in national or international political, financial or economic conditions, in each
case the effect of which is such as to make it, in the judgment of the Agent, impracticable or inadvisable to market the Placement Shares or to
enforce contracts for the sale of the Placement Shares, (3) if trading in the Common Stock has been suspended or limited by the Commission or
the Exchange, or if trading generally on the Exchange has been suspended or limited, or minimum prices for trading have been fixed on the
Exchange, (4) if any suspension of trading of any securities of the Company on any exchange or in the over-the-counter market shall have
occurred and be continuing, (5) if a major disruption of securities settlements or clearance services in the United States shall have occurred and be
continuing, or (6) if a banking moratorium has been declared by either U.S. Federal or New York authorities. Any such termination shall be
without liability of any party to any other party except that the provisions of Section 8 (Payment of Expenses), Section 10 (Indemnification and
Contribution), Section 11 (Representations and Agreements to Survive Delivery), Section 17 (Governing Law and Time; Waiver of Jury Trial) and
Section 18 (Consent to Jurisdiction) hereof shall remain in full force and effect notwithstanding such termination. If the Agent elect to terminate
this Agreement as provided in this Section 12(a), the Agent shall provide the required notice as specified in Section 13 (Notices).




(b) The Company shall have the right, by giving ten (10) days’ notice as hereinafter specified to the Agent to terminate this
Agreement in its sole discretion at any time after the date of this Agreement. Any such termination shall be without liability of any party to any
other party except that the provisions of Section 8, Section 10, Section 11, Section 17 and Section 18 hereof shall remain in full force and effect
notwithstanding such termination.

(o) The Agent shall have the right, by giving ten (10) days’ notice as hereinafter specified to terminate this Agreement in their sole
discretion at any time after the date of this Agreement. Any such termination shall be without liability of any party to any other party except that
the provisions of Section 8, Section 10, Section 11, Section 17 and Section 18 hereof shall remain in full force and effect notwithstanding such
termination.

(d) This Agreement shall remain in full force and effect unless terminated pursuant to Sections 12(a), (b), or (c) above or otherwise

by mutual agreement of the parties; provided, however, that any such termination by mutual agreement shall in all cases be deemed to provide that
Section 8, Section 10, Section 11, Section 17 and Section 18 shall remain in full force and effect.

(e) Any termination of this Agreement shall be effective on the date specified in such notice of termination; provided, however, that
such termination shall not be effective until the close of business on the date of receipt of such notice by the Agent or the Company, as the case
may be. If such termination shall occur prior to the Settlement Date for any sale of Placement Shares, such Placement Shares shall settle in
accordance with the provisions of this Agreement.

13. Notices. All notices or other communications required or permitted to be given by any party to any other party pursuant to the terms of
this Agreement shall be in writing, unless otherwise specified, and if sent to the Agent, shall be delivered to:

Each party to this Agreement may change such address for notices by sending to the parties to this Agreement written notice of a new address for
such purpose. Each such notice or other communication shall be deemed given (i) when delivered personally or by verifiable facsimile transmission (with
an original to follow) on or before 4:30 p.m., New York City time, on a Business Day or, if such day is not a Business Day, on the next succeeding Business
Day, (ii) on the next Business Day after timely delivery to a nationally-recognized overnight courier and (iii) on the Business Day actually received if
deposited in the U.S. mail (certified or registered mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid). For purposes of this Agreement, “Business Day” shall
mean any day on which the Exchange and commercial banks in the City of New York are open for business.

An electronic communication (“Electronic Notice”) shall be deemed written notice for purposes of this Section 13 if sent to the electronic mail
address specified by the receiving party under separate cover. Electronic Notice shall be deemed received at the time the party sending Electronic Notice
receives verification of receipt by the receiving party. Any party receiving Electronic Notice may request and shall be entitled to receive the notice on
paper, in a nonelectronic form (“Nonelectronic Notice”) which shall be sent to the requesting party within ten (10) days of receipt of the written request for
Nonelectronic Notice.

14. Successors and Assigns. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the Company and the Agent and their
respective successors and the parties referred to in Section 10 hereof. References to any of the parties contained in this Agreement shall be deemed to
include the successors and permitted assigns of such party. Nothing in this Agreement, express or implied, is intended to confer upon any party other than
the parties hereto or their respective successors and permitted assigns any rights, remedies, obligations or liabilities under or by reason of this Agreement,
except as expressly provided in this Agreement. Neither party may assign its rights or obligations under this Agreement without the prior written consent of
the other party; provided, however, that the Agent may assign their rights and obligations hereunder to an affiliate thereof without obtaining the Company’s
consent.




15. Adjustments for Stock Splits. The parties acknowledge and agree that all share- related numbers contained in this Agreement shall be
adjusted to take into account any stock split, stock dividend or similar event effected with respect to the Placement Shares.

16. Entire Agreement; Amendment;_Severability;_ Waiver. This Agreement (including all schedules and exhibits attached hereto and
Placement Notices issued pursuant hereto) constitutes the entire agreement and supersedes all other prior and contemporaneous agreements and
undertakings, both written and oral, among the parties hereto with regard to the subject matter hereof. Neither this Agreement nor any term hereof may be
amended except pursuant to a written instrument executed by the Company and the Agent. In the event that any one or more of the provisions contained
